An Unusual Relationship

(Statement by Fianna Fáil Councillor Jim O’Callaghan on the move 
by Councillor Killian Forde from Sinn Fein to the Labour Party)
The decision of Labour to accept defecting Sinn Fein Councillor, Killian Forde, into its party is bizarre, according to Fianna Fáil Dublin City Councillor Jim O’Callaghan.
‘Anyone who reads Killian Forde’s blog will see that this is a politician who has absolute contempt for the Labour party and its elected representatives’, said O’Callaghan. ‘On 5 January 2009 he described Labour’s Cllr. Eric Byrne, one of his new Labour Colleagues on Dublin City Council, as “one of their most dislikeable councillors, on both a personal and political level”. On 7 January 2009 he publicly criticised “Roisin Shorthall and all the other parochial half wit grafters that have colonised our parliament”. On 15 May 2008 he said that Ruairi Quinn, whom he described as “the worst sort of liberal, intolerant of anyones opinion but their own”, would be giving a speech on "Why I never had a real job, but know everything, about everything, ever”’.

‘On 20 May 2009 he said that Labour’s Dublin City Councillor Dermot Lacey deserved an award for people “who ensure the long-term survival of the human race by removing themselves from the gene pool in a sublimely idiotic fashion". Not even deceased Labour politicians escape his invective’, said O’Callaghan. ‘On 24 December 2008 he said Conor Cruise O’Brien was “Ireland’s most intellectually corrupt politican (sic) whose acts were so singularly treasonous that in many other countries he would have served time”’.

‘In light of these comments, Cllr Forde’s recent statements of loyalty to the Labour Party should be treated the same as expressions of fidelity from Tiger Woods or Iris Robinson’, said Cllr. O’Callaghan.
